Barnardo’s Family Centre—theBamardo's Family Centre

project is designed to identify training needs for people in Barnsley, and to then
match trainers to those people. The long term aim is to promote bespoke training for
the third sector workforce and volunteers. Catherine at Barnardo’s Family Centre,
based at Priory Campus, is currently involved in the Children’s Workforce Develop-
ment Council (CWDC) research project. The project is now moving into the next
phase where Catherine has looked at the questionnaires filled in last year by the peo-
ple who work with children.

She has met with some training providers who deliver the much wanted training and they are beginning to
see the kinds of training you would like to do and some of the factors preventing this from happening.

Discontinuation of the Child Protection Register and Introduction
of New Terminology from 1° January 2008

Working Together 2006 requires that we discontinue use of the Child Protection Register. This means
that the terminology will change from 1% January 2008 in all reports written for Child Protection Case
Conferences.
